Singular They
For any number of delays and any variety of effects pedals

Tempo should follow quarter note beat of most prominent delay pedal.

Initial recording uses 3 channels panned left, center, and right.
Channel delays are set slightly below 8ooms, exactly 8ooms, and
slightly above 80ooms respectively (quarter note=75bpm).

Page 1:

Ostinato is played 4-16 times (number of times determined by performer).
Following each set of the ostinato, one motif within the circle is to be played.
After a motifis played, the accent of the ostinato is shifted forward one note.
Each motifis to be played once.

They can be played in any order.

Motif [H] signifies the end of the movement.

Page 2:
Ostinato is added and subtracted.
Sections should be played precisely without pauses between staves.

Page 3:
Ostinato is gradually modified with each iteration.
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
